JUST
AHEAD!

The MTA board and sales committees
are hard at work making plans for our
second Annual Upper Midwest Two-
Year-Olds and Unraced Thor-
oughbreds in Training Sale as well as
our annual MTA Yearling Sale.

Both events are an incredible amount
of work for the MTA, but even more
time consuming and expensive for
those consigning these horses. You
might wonder if it is really worth it,
especially considering sales results of
late.

The following article summarizes the
results of fifty-one 2008 Thoroughbred
sales and was generously contributed
by David Astar of Astar Thor-
oughbreds, LLC, for your information.

The MTA Board is dedicated to pro-
viding a venue for our members to
market their horses and will continue
to do so. We look forward to working
with consignors at both of our sales to
improve our results and make them
positive experiences for consignors
and buyers alike!

The commonly accepted opinion re-
garding Thoroughbred sales is that
2008 was awful, every sale showed
massive declines, trends are terrible
and no one was really in a buying
mood. Major publications include
headlines with words like collapse,
massive decline, recession, nose dive
and plummeting. Rather than accept-
ing the apparently inevitable conclu-
sion that the Thoroughbred Industry is
on the brink of collapse, | thought it
would be worthwhile to analyze actual
sale results to see if the trends were
as clear as certain headlines seem to
indicate. While recent data points indi-
cate things are down compared to

immediately prior data points, some of
the actual facts may be surprising.

To level set this study, let's first under-
stand the following overall facts. Last
year in 2008, 17,221 Thoroughbreds
were sold at publicly reported auctions.
The total revenue related to these
17,221 yearlings, weanlings, brood-
mares or two year olds was 935 million
dollars. Therefore, each sold Thor-
oughbred averaged over $54,000 per
sale. In other words, the Thoroughbred
industry sold a massive amount of
product and substantial product de-
mand exists with each product selling
for more than $54,000. Does this really
sound like evidence of an industry on
the brink of collapse? Do horsemen
really think the average person reading
this article would feel this industry is
suffering when the median 2008 indi-
vidual income in America was less than
the average price of one sold Thor-
oughbred?

OK, enough level setting. Now let's
really take a look at the data and to do
that, let's examine yearling sales last
year since yearling sales represent the
|l ionés share of th
ket. '

First of all, were all sales bad? Most
people | talk to seem to think so. |
could find a record of 51 public yearling
sales last year where results could be
compared to the prior year. Of those 51
sales, only 10 showed a positive result
when compared to the prior year. Con-
sequently, trends, or more appropri-
ately false trends, appear quite terrible.
After all, less than 20% of the 2008
yearling sales showed an up tick while
over 80% showed a decline from the
prior year. Nevertheless, let's look at
this a little closer.

It seems that all sales that showed an
actual improvement, occurred in the
months before September. Of the pre-
September sales, 10 showed improve-
ment while 15 showed a decline.
These pre-September results are
hardly a negative indicator. Why? Be-
cause the prior two data points, (2006
and 2007 sales) were up. In fact, the
2007 yearling sale revenue result of
$562,026,375 was the second highest
revenue result in the history of re-
corded yearling sales and was just off
the highest sale revenue result ever of

[

$579,476,050, which occurred in
2006. With 40% of the pre-September
sales actually showing improvement
coming off of a near record sales
year, these

results were pretty solid and easily
attributed to common cause variation.
In other words, absolutely nothing had
changed. However, the results in the
last 4 months of 2008 told a different
story.

All 26 post September yearling sales,
where an annual comparison could be
made, showed a decline. The non-
weighted average decline of these 26
sales was 22.5%. This is a significant
shift because of the degree of shift. In
other words, a 40% expected positive
result shifted to 26 straight negative
results. The chance of this happening
randomly without a special cause in-
fluence is borderline impossible and
therefore indicates a unique external
impact. The external impact was obvi-
ous as the general economic issues
became apparent to all but cave
dwellers in the later part of 2008. Eco-
nomic fears impacted the general
buyer in the Thoroughbred industry,
cas thdy did adl bugehs lofrugsdale dis r
cretionary or luxury purchases.

In conclusion, auctions which oc-
curred prior to September should
have had a reasonable expectation of
a break even performance while auc-
tions late in the year suffered as a
result of the economic concerns that
gripped many Americans. The good
news is that the special cause im-
pact is clearly understandable and

not the result of some unique nega-
tivity associated with the

"National" Thoroughbred industry
even though the industry will suffer
along with all other industries . The
shift should not be minimized but the
"National" Thoroughbred industry is
comparably strong. In fact, the 22.5%
non-weighted average decline of 2008
post September sales compares
pretty favorably to the overall busi-
ness market. Remember, the 2008
year to date stock market decline was
approximately 16% by mid September
and immediately dropped to a 35-36%
year to date decline October through
December.
